Ask Me About Asperger's Syndrome (video) (25 minutes) (2000)



Professionals and parents describe what typically affects students with Asperger's
syndrome and offer practical suggestions and techniques for working with these children.
ASK ME is an acronym for Accepting, Structured, Kind & Supportive, Motivating, and
Enriching - the key elements for providing an appropriate educational environment for
students diagnosed with Asperger's syndrome.

Asperger's Syndrome: A Guide for Parents and Professionals. (2 videos) (3 hours)

Dr. Tony Attwood is a Clinical Psychologist who has specialized in autism for over 20
years. He is a practicing clinical psychologist with special interest in early diagnosis,
severe challenging behavior and Asperger's Syndrome.

This award-winning video presents an actual training session that has been used by law
enforcement agencies throughout the country. Narrated by Dennis Debbaudt (a professional
investigator, author, and the father of a son with autism spectrum disorder), the video includes
information to help viewers understand ASD as well as strategies for interacting with people

with ASD in emergency situations.



Autism: Being Friends. (video) (8 minutes) (1991)
This video “portrays the abilities of the child with autism and describes ways in which
peers can help the child to be a part of the everyday world.”

The Autism Continuum. Temple Grandin. (video) (90 minutes) (1996)

Dr. Grandin, who has autism, presents a unique insider's look at the disorder, its
characteristics and how it affects communication, social and sensory processing. She
discusses what life is like with autism, her views on medical, educational and behavioral
interventions and how parents can better understand their son or daughter with autism.

Autism awareness tape focuses on children and young adults with autism as they learn in
community settings such as the classroom, a bakery, and the family home.

The Birds, The Bees and Me. (2 videos - One for Boys, One for Girls) (18 minutes)

CD -2 CD Set) (1994)

Through vivid stories of the experiences of their patients (adults and children) the authors
show the varied forms ADD takes, from the hyperactive search for high stimulation to the
floating inattention of daydreaming, and the transforming impact of precise diagnosis and
treatment. Both authors have ADD themselves and their advice on effective behavior-
modification techniques is enriched by their own experiences.

Dyslexia. (video) (29 minutes) (1997)

Dyslexia is the learning disability that affects millions of Americans. It covers a wide
range of problems that can affect oral or written language. But dyslexia is not a disease. It
describes a different kind of mind, often gifted and productive, that learns differently.

Portrays the importance of typical experiences for all children. Personal reflections and
a collection of photographs capture the spirit of friendship, celebration of diversity and
promise of the future where everyone can play, learn and grow — together.

Making Assessment Accommodations. (video) (30 minutes) (2000)

Presents an overview of the most commonly requested assessment accommodations.
Lets you hear from educators, related service providers, and family members across the
nation who offer guidance in selecting and implementing appropriate accommodations.

By focusing on kids with epilepsy, asthma, diabetes, hearing loss and neurofibromatosis
while they practice karate, camp out, play soccer and music, go scouting and drive go-
carts, this children's awareness tool delivers the self-esteem message. Action kids reflect
how they are more like other kids than different. Good tool for inclusion and diversity
education programs.

More 1-2-3 Magic: Encouraging Good Behavior, Independence and Self-Esteem.
(video) (120 minutes) (2000)

In the More 1-2-3 Magic video you will learn how to encourage positive behavior,
responsible independence and a healthy self-concept.

My Future My Plan: A Transition Planning Resource for Life After High School
for Student with Disabilities and Their Families. (video) (32 minutes) (2003)

A video based curriculum designed to inform students with disabilities and their families
about the transition planning process and encourages them to use this process to achieve
their goals for life after high school..

Never Give Up. (video) (1994)

This video provides case studies of two students who have had severe brain injuries. It
traces the educationd history of Craig, an elementary aged student who had a stroke at
the age of two, and Bryan, a high school student who was involved in a pedestrian/motor
vehicle accident at age eight. Throughinterviews with theteachers and family members
viewers learn of the condant struggle to meet the educationd needs of students with
acquired brain injuries. Suggestions for developing programs for students with severe
behavioral and cognitive problems assodiated with TBI/ABI are provided by parents and
educators.

The New IDEA for Special Education: Understanding the System and the New Law.
(DVD) (50 minutes) (2005)

This insightful program will help both parents and educators better understand the recent
changes to the law governing the Special Education System, The Individuals with
Disabilities in Education Improvement Act (IDEA 2004).

Co-created by Taylor and his mother,
disabilities advocate and expert, Keri Bowers, the film has been a critical success
throughout the world since its release. In the film, Cross offers a quirky and refreshing
interview style as he asks questions including: “Do you like being autistic?”’; “What do
you want to be when you grow up?”; and Have you been teased? Interviews with over 65
individuals offer powerful, poignant insight to the joys and sorrows behind the faces and
mysteries of autism.

Obsessive-Compulsive Disorder: New Help for a Troubling Disease. (video) (1997)

1-2-3 Magic. (video) (120 minutes) (1990)

This informative video, featuring Dr. Phelan's entertaining seminar presentation and real-
life family vignettes, provides easy-to-learn techniques that will teach you how to
manage difficult behavior, as well as testing and manipulation, without arguing, yelling
or spanking. Also learn how to avoid the Talk-Persuade-Argue-Yell-Hit Syndrome, deal
with the Six Kinds of Testing and Manipulation, handle misbehavior in public, exercise
self-control and be an effective yet gentle disciplinarian.

The Other Kids: Sibling Issues (video) (26 minutes) (1994)

Brothers and sisters of individuals with developmental disabilities have special needs of
their own, and have questions that need to be discussed. They need to be able to express
true feelings to avoid resentment feelings toward their sibling with a developmental
disability. They need to be able to discuss options and expectations for the future, since
their view may not be the same as the parent, and they may rather not be the caregivers.
They need time alone with their parents and time with kids their own age who know and
understand what they're going through. Siblings learn invaluable lessons from their
sibling with developmental disabilities: compassion, awareness of differences, empathy
for people, and taking things one day at a time.

Our Children, Our Hopes: Empowering African-American Families of Children
with Disabilities. (video) (15 minutes) (1993)

In the space of 15 minutes, African American parents share their compassion and talk
about the challenges of parenting a child with disabilities who is also black. Parents must
face a lack of professional and community support as well as lowered expectations for
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their child - based on race. Strategies for finding resources and building networks of
support are highlighted. Of primary importance - becoming an advocate for your child.

Our Voices Count: Self-Advocacy Now. (video) (25 minutes)

This video, which was filmed during a self-advocacy conference, provides useful
information on how to form and maintain a self-advocacy group. Conference participants,
parents and advisors give their views on self-advocacy and why they feel it is important

The Out of Sync Child: Recognizing and Coping With Sensory Integration
Dysfunction. Carol Stock Kranowitz (video) (86 minutes) (2001)

"Difficult." "Picky." "Oversensitive." "Clumsy." "Unpredictable." "Inattentive." Children
who have been labeled with words like these may actually be suffering from Sensory
Integration Disorder-a very common, but frequently misdiagnosed, condition that can
manifest itself in excessively high or low activity levels, problems with motor
coordination, oversensitivity or undersensitivity to sensations and movements, and other
symptoms.

This video is intended to introduce viewers to special education mediation. It is meant to
be a general introduction and is not intended to interpret federal or state law. It is hoped
that the viewer will get an improved understanding of the mediation process and the role
of the mediator.

Created by the Countywide Program for Students who are Deaf or Hard of Hearingin
Special School Digtrict.

Peer Support: ADHD/ADD Teens Speak Out. (video) (80 minutes) (1993)
Teens speak out with other teens and share thoughts on self-management,
communication, medication, abilities and success.

People: A Magic, Musical Adventure for the Whole Family. (video) (54 minutes)
(1995)

All ages. In how many wonderful ways are we different from each other? What if all the
world was to rejoice in each other’s differences? Cara and her loveable Grandfather
embark on a journey of imagination that brings them face to face with the wonderful
variety of people in the world.

Person to Person: A Video Program About the Sexuality Education of Persons with
Developmental Disabilities. (video) (1991)

A ground-breaking video that set the standard for sexuality education of persons with
cognitive challenges. It shows the techniques of expert educators as they provide
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information on topics such as menstrual hygiene, sexually-transmitted diseases, personal
space and safety issues, appropriate behaviors on the job and in public places, and
marriage for people with special needs.

Petroglyphs: The Writing on the Wall. Susan Shapiro-Barnard et al (video) (1996)
A provocative phobgraphic essay tha chdlenges the assumptionsof high school specia
education. It offers a new way of thinking about such areas as curriculum, academics,
naura suppots, friendship and gradudion.

Plain Talk: Teacher to Teacher. (video) (28 minutes)

Regular education teachers don't want to hear about inclusion from special education
people or administrators; they want to hear from their peers and colleagues who have
done it! This video provides the forum for just that. Teachers from all grade levels
discuss their original fears, concerns, and triumphs in their efforts at inclusion with
children who are the most severely involved.

Potty Learning for Children Who Experience Delays. (video) (60 minutes) (1993)
This is a very detailed, somewhat repetitious video that describes the steps one pediatric
rehab nurse has used to help parents potty train their children who have developmental
delays. It is possibly geared more to health professionals and professional care providers
than parents.

The Power of 2. (DVD) (2 disc set) (2005)

An updde and a new edition of the first Power of 2 video. It provides a comprehensve
look at co-teaching as pat of the founddion of an indusve and collaborative school.
Mog of the core concepts are ill valid and are still induded here--for example, clear and
detailed demondrations of six co-teaching arrangements tha make up the heart of the
program.

Profiles of Success: Successful Adults Living with LD. Dr Larry Silver (video) (30
minutes) (2000)

Meet three exceptional adults with learning disabilities who have achieved success, and
hear how they struggled and overcame obstacles to choose career paths that best suited
their strengths

Project Heroes: A Humanities Curriculum for Children with Learning Disabilities.
Claire Wurtzel . (video) (29 minutes) (1985)

Video weaves academic skills into an exciting, poignant study, integrating cognition with
affect. Motivating curriculum helps children develop a fuller self-concept. Program
teachers life-coping skills by providing students with role models who can demonstrate
competencies in their daily work.

Raising Resilient Children: A Video Guide About Fostering Strength, Hope and
Optimism in Your Child. (video) (70 minutes) (2002)
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The work of Drs. Brooks and Goldstein forms the basis for this nine session curriculum
and 70-minute companion video. The material provides parents with strategies they can
use to ensure their children are emotionally prepared for life's challenges and setbacks.

Reach for the Stars. (video) (17 minutes) (1985)

Success is not out of reach for children and adults with learning disabilities. To prove
this, the lab school of Washington initiated the Outstanding Learning Disabled Achiever
Awards. This video tells about the first award program in 1985 and the awardees: G.
Chris Anderson, Cher, Tom Cruise, Bruce Jenner, Robert Rauschenberg and Richard
Strauss.

Reading Rocks! (video) (26 minutes) (2004)
Ages 7-12. Wacky humor and stories of hope encourage struggling readers to keep
trying in this upbeat and hip show.

A Regular Kid, That’s Me (video) (35 minutes)

Inservice film for educators shows children with Tourette Syndrome ages 7 to 27
interacting with several teachers in classroom settings. Includes management strategies
and information about TS and associated behaviors.

Regular Lives. T. Godwin & G. Wurzburg (video) (30 minutes) (1998)

A documentary on individuals with developmental disabilities who are successfully
integrated in typical school, work and living environments. A variety of perspectives are
included: parents of children with labels, parents of children who are not labeled,
individuals with disabilities, typical peers, special educators, regular educators,
employers and a principal.

The Road You Take is Yours. (video) (19 minutes) (1997)

The philosophy espoused in this program calls upon the persons with the disabilities to
see themselves as agents of change. The human service professional becomes a facilitator
who helps the labeled person articulate his/her goal, become aware of what options are
available and to build a network of support. The Road You Take Is Yours presents
several stories of change including finding a new job, learning to live independently,
getting married and reuniting lost family members. The video's primary purpose is to
inspire enthusiasm for the future by showing how goal setting, planning and enlisting the
support of other people can help a person achieve his/her goals.

Samantha: A Story About Positive Behavior Support. (video) (29 minutes) (1995)
This video follows a student with autism, Samantha, as her educational team struggles to
address her challenging behaviors. The video illustrates the use of positive behavior
support procedures, including functional assessment of problem behaviors, support plan
development, and plan implementation. Interviews with family members, peers,
paraeducators, educators, building administrators, and others highlight issues involved in
this process.

Same Difference! (video) (1994) (25 minutes)
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Features students with “visible” disabilities talking to their peers about their lives, their futures
and the respectful treatment they expect from their community. Aimed at teen-age audience.

The Sandwich Kid. (DVD) (90 minutes) (2006)

Disabilities affect not only those who are diagnosed, but they have a strong impact on the
siblings of people with disabilities. The Sandwich Kid seeks to give a voice to those who
are impacted by the day-to-day living with a brother or sister having a developmental or
other disability. The film is moved forward by 12 year old Jace King who we first met in
big brother Taylor Cross’ film, Normal People Scare Me. A formidable force, Jace uses
wit, charm and keen insights as his “brothers keeper” to extract laughter and tears in the
interviews he conducts with dozens of “sibs”, ranging in age from 6 to 59.

Say It! Teaching Children with Autism to Talk (video) (2003)
This program takes the Speech-Language Pathologist through the process of teaching children
first words, to using phrases and sentences, and on to the level of conversing.

Say It By Signing: A Video Guide to the Basics of Sign Language. Dr. Elaine
Costello (video) (60 minutes) (1985)

Includes dramatized lessons followed by additional vocabulary and expressions for
Meeting Friends, Going Out, At a Restaurant and Shopping.

School Planning for Children with Seizure Disorders. (video) (14 minutes) (1992)

A videotape designed primarily for families in which a school-aged child has epilepsy. Its
aim is to inform parents about their basic rights in school planning when that child also
has learning disabilities or when school achievement is below expectations. The goal is to
motivate and encourage parents to become active participants in the planning process.

The School Success Tool Kit — Answers to ADD (video) (102 minutes) (1992)
This video features teachers and parents using dozens of practical techniques with
students who have ADD, in grades K-12 and in various homes and school settings.

The School Years: From the F.A.S. Series. (video) (20 minutes) (1997)

But when a child's defiance is chronic and disruptive of
family life, he or she may have Oppositional Defiant Disorder (ODD). In this clear and

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When A.J. and his pen pal Joey discover their mutual interest in basketball, they become best
of friends. But the chance to finally meet one another at a professional game leads them to
encounter prejudice where they least expect it. This video will help kids realize the negative
effects of prejudice and the importance of forming their opinions about others intelligently.

Unicorns Are Real Workshop. (video)
Provides helpful suggestions for working with children with "right-brained" learning
styles.

Visual Supports in the Classroom for Students with Autism and Related Pervasive
Developmental Disorders. (video) (18 minutes) (1999)

Learn how effective use of visual supports can help make children with autism and
related pervasive developmental disorders function independently and make more sense
of the sometimes confusing world around them. The best way for most children with
autism and related pervasive developmental disorders to learn is through pictures.
Effective use of visual supports gives children more control over their environment with
the result that they tend to be less frustrated and therefore resort less to problem
behaviors.

Voices of Friendship. (video) (10 minutes) (1996)

This video is an introduction to a teenager with Rett Syndrome and her friends. As the
young women share their wisdom, they provide clear and compelling evidence that
friendship can - and must - happen for everyone. Recommended for those interested in
promoting reciprocal friendships for teenagers with pervasive developmental disorders.

We Can Learn: Understanding and Helping Children with Learning Disabilities.
(video) (40 minutes) (1991)

A videotape and study guide to foster understanding of and assistance to children with
learning disabilities.

Welcome Home: Designing for Universal Access. (video) (11 minutes)

Takes a look at how one family designed a custom-built home to accommodate a family
member who uses a wheelchair for mobility. From rocker light switches to no step
entries, to a ramp that goes to the basement, you'll get great ideas about how to think
"Universal." Many of the family's thoughts and considerations about comfort and
accessibility are shared in the video.

We're Not Stupid: Living With a Learning Difference. (video) (14 minutes) (1998)
An insightful and very personal video that gives a voice to people who are struggling
with learning disabilities. It was made by filmmaker Fonya Naomi Mondell, who is also
living with learning differences. She captured the personal stories of young people from
all walks of life who discuss what it's like to live with attention deficit disorder and
dyslexia. Their comments are open, honest and direct, and their determination to manage
their conditions shines through.

How to Protect Your Child From Sexual Abuse. (video) (30
minutes) (1991)

An educational videotape for parents and teachers providing tips and techniques about
how they can talk to their children and/or students about sexual abuse prevention. This
video is well organized, informative, and simply stated. It includes tips, which are shown
throughout the video about how the children can protect themselves. A very good
resource for parents and teachers.

What's the Difference: Disability Awareness for Grades 6-12. (video) (8 minutes)
(1998)

A good disability awareness tool for grades K-5, this video offers positive images of
children with various disabilities who are active and athletic. This winner of multiple film
awards features children with different abilities having fun, showing how little some
differences matter.

When The Chips Are Down. Rick Lavoie (video) (62 minutes) (1997)

Ever have days when the kids seem totally out of control? Falling into pointless
arguments with students or children? Expert on learning disabilities Richard Lavoie
offers this teacher's guide to his WHEN THE CHIPS ARE DOWN video on handling
behavioral problems effectively. He shows how preventive discipline can anticipate
problems and how teachers and parents can create a stable, predictable environment to
help LD children flourish
